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The RE curriculum at Jump Primary School is based on the locally agreed syllabus and follows the enquiry of six key questions.  These questions form the basis of learning about the six main religions and while one may serve a unit particularly well, there will be overlaps to ensure prior knowledge is revisited, compared and contrasted.
Question Six takes our understanding deeper and threads through all units of learning through application of ideas and questioning about the puzzles of life.
